On June 30, 2011, the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) published a final rule under the Secure and Fair Enforcement Mortgage Licensing Act of 2008 (SAFE Act) (the rule takes effect August 29, 2011). The SAFE Act requires states to establish loan originator licensing requirements that meet minimum federal standards.
